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MEET THE MEMBER, this month’s MEMBER is Emma Darling!

It was a bright and sunny morning when Emma Kiefer Darling arrived on April 3rd of ‘45 in a suburb
of Belgrade, Yugoslavia. World War II was still affecting things, so my mom decided to go to Austria where
things hopefully were better. By the time I had arrived, Dad was missing and the Red Cross confirmed later
that he had died several months earlier.

My mother got us up to Austria, but was diagnosed with TB. She was sent to a hospital and I was sent to
live with an aunt in Vienna. Fortunately, it was determined that it was not TB, and much less serious. She
recovered and went to work in Graz, Austria. As soon as it was possible, I joined her in Graz.

Finally, mom and I received permission to immigrate to the U.S. My great- aunt and great-uncle
sponsored us and we arrived in New Orleans in June/July 1951 via the USS General Moore after a week or so on
the high seas. We took the train to Chicago where our sponsors lived. My great-aunt registered me for 1st
grade and mom and I learned to speak English.

Life went by quickly in Chicago as I grew up. I started attending Northern Illinois University, majoring
in chemistry. My college roommate and I were assigned to the same Chem lab — when she lit the Bunsen burner,
our books went up in flames. Our instructor was not thrilled — and, it went downhill from there. I had a great
time for two years when my mom, the school, and I agreed that I wasn’t quite ready for school. So, I went back
home, attended and graduated from a secretarial school. They sent me on an interview, I got the job, and
started working for Booz, Allen. It was at this time that mom and I were finally able to get a dog — a German
short-haired pointer we named Duchess (she eventually became my mom’s dog) and she was terrific, smart, cute,
loyal, everything!

Booz, Allen was a terrific place to work and I loved it — particularly when they started sending me to various
places to help with projects, i.e., Kansas City, Los Angeles, and New Jersey. I was spending more and more time
working out of town, when a wonderful project in Honolulu, HI was awarded to BA. And, I was asked to move
to Honolulu and administratively oversee the project. Later we discovered that Greg was the Project Officer
who commissioned the study — so, I got to live in Honolulu because of Greg -- and we had not yet met. A year
and a half later, I was asked to run the Vietnam office in Saigon where we had several projects. After a lot of
thought, I decided to do it. One day while I was checking on things at our MAC-V HQ facility, a tall guy named
Greg walked in the door and we eventually went on a double date — he was with the other girl and I was with his
roommate. Well, the tall guy and I started dating and exactly one year from our first date we married on
December 30, 1972 back in New Jersey (after I had made my way home via Greece, Italy, Germany, France,
and England).

We went to our first Cherry Blossom show at Washington Crossing in 1973 and wanted an English Bull
Dog, but couldn’t afford it (we had just bought a house). So, we luckily found a terrific Dachshund at the local
shelter. Hansel was outstanding, but large for a Dachshund. Well, we both worked and didn’t want Hans to be
lonely during the day, so of course we got Gretel to keep him company. Gretel was a lovely girl, a bit fey, but
lovely. So, since we had attended one show, we were going to show her. We were so sure we knew everything
there was to know about showing. So, Emma and Gretel went into the ring and Gretel placed third -- there
were only three in her class. Emma decided right there and then, she didn’t like being in the spotlight, so to
speak.
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Then Greg received orders to attend the NATO Defense College in Rome, Italy for nine months. So, the four of
us packed up and went! Outstanding!!! Then from Rome to Izmir, Turkey. Well, Hansel and Gretel decided to
“get together” shortly after our arrival in Izmir. We lived in the hotel waiting for our apartment so long that
Gretel came into season, went through her pregnancy, and whelped her litter while we were still living at the
hotel. Shortly after delivery we walked out of the hotel with Hansel, Gretel and a basket full of pups. As we
arrived at our apartment there were several Americans who had lived in Turkey for years greeting us, and
asking about the pups. We kept one of the “kids” and would go out to the country and walk in fields filled with
wild tulips. Onto Frankfurt, Germany where I was able to finish my college career and graduate Summa Cum
Laude from the University of Maryland in Heidelberg, Germany with a BS in Business.

After being overseas for five years plus, we arrived back in Virginia in 1980. Hansel and Gretel and “Red”
enjoyed being back and our family grew with the addition of a toy poodle. And, then one cold December day,
Greg was driving in the Woodbridge area and spotted an abandoned Miniature Schnauzer (Holly) who joined
the crew. Our little “Match Girl” was near death when Greg brought her home — but she bounced back and we
adored her.

Holly got us back into thinking about showing again. So, we found Jackson and Jenny who presented us with two
litters. Greg retired from the Army and we were busy trying to start on a new career — so, showing was deferred.
Then one rainy day, an Airedale showed up on our Popes Head Road doorstep. Willy was wonderful and he fit in
with our crew. We found his owner and returned him, only to have Willy show up on our doorstep at least once a
month for the next 6-7 months. We finally convinced Willy’s owner to let him come and live with all of us
permanently. When Willy died we contacted his breeder, Barbara Schneider, and she had a litter coming. So,
Trooper came into our lives. Our first “official” show dog who became an American and Canadian champion
and we were finally armpit-deep in the show world.

And, you all know the rest of the story...

After our first dog show, we talked about when we would retire and how we would go from show to show with
our pups and live in an RV. That didn’t quite happen because as the years passed, we realized how much we
didn’t know and we really aren’t campers. However, with wonderful mentors like Barbara Schneider, Margaret
Pratt, Damara, Jane, members of ODKC, members of the Airedale Terrier Club of America, the Airedale
Terrier Club of Metropolitan Washington members and so many others too numerous to mention we have
learned and continue to learn everyday. And, everywhere we have gone, we have made friends with wonderful
“dog” people who are helpful and who are just fun to be around. Every show is a thrill and winning certainly
does help make it special — but, just being around these beautiful creatures is a joy in itself.

Oh yes, there are things that I wish I could change! I would love it if grooming an Airedale would be an easy task
instead of the time consuming chore of hand stripping and weeks of waiting for the coat to come in properly. If
they could be clippered instead of hand stripped. Although their hair color and texture will probably be
affected, I believe more people would be inclined to show their Airedales. Better yet, it would be a delight if an
Airedale would be a “wash and wear” wonder — but I certainly wouldn’t want to change the personality of this
wonderful clownish loyal breed.

I can’t imagine how empty our existence would have been without the wonderful dogs who have shared our life
(adoptees, foster, rescue, AKC pedigreed). And, whenever we have bred Dachshund/Schnauzer/Airedale, it has

always been with an eye to improving the breed in some manner. Hopefully, others agree.

My life has been blessed in so many ways and all the dogs in my life have helped to make it brighter and sunnier.

AKC was slow to recognize their growing it
and has suffered the consequences, Three major tsunamis occurred during this time to create a perfect storm fireAK& e
of purebred dogs. First was the expansion of leisure time and the phenomenal growth of the recreation industry. Many dif
opportunities arose for leisure time activities from Little League baseball to the explosion of the cruise industgrdhof die
hard fanciers stopped growing as the next generation found other pursuits more interesting and challenging. Breed and #
clubs began to wither and die on the vine as few new members were to be found.

A growing number of entrepreneurs saw an opportunity to make a fast buck from the growing pet dog population by star
"registration” bodies and issuing a piece of paper stating "Your dog is now registered with God All Mighty KennehGlnbéd
for a stud book, inspections, DNA testing or whatever. You now have a purebred dog registered on the cheap. With a PC
printer you too can become a registration body. Just print the meaningless document and collect the dough. At last count
26 conpetitors in the registration business. For many years the only "real" competitor was the United Kennel Club. At leas
maintained a stud book, published magazines, and held dog shows. Everyone could live with such legitimate competition
Interestinglyenough the number of homes with dogs as pets has increased as AKC registrations dropped. The registratiol
began a steady decline as people either were not convinced of the value of registering a dog with AKC or were deceived
effective advertisig and promotion to register with other bodies. Of course, it did not help that many puppy mills, discouras
AKC's growing number of stringent rules about inspections, frequent sires' DNA confirmation, and emphasis on health ar
animal husbandryutned away from the AKC bureaucracy and created their own registration bodies, which for them simpli
their registrations and cost them less money. The new registration bodies were able to promote these "new" registration
the pet shops, whicsold their products, by giving them kickbacks.

Some of these entrepreneurs also found another gold mine. They helped foster the breeding and prormacaikeddidesigner
dogs." CockaPoos, Labradoodles, Puggles and the like began to be the "ifdrtkivegunsophisticated public. Eureka, another
vein to mine.

Now along came the most vicious threat to the sport of purebred tlogsesurgence of the Animal Rights Movement. This is
movement so insidious that it grows likes a cancer. An unhealthljgamation of extreme environmentalists, Greens, Greenp
ALF, PETA, HSUS, etc., has learned to prey upon weakened institutions like a bunch of jackals. It appeals to the young ¢
idealistic who are seeking a cause to give meaning to their lives praetyce all of the techniques of cults and give them a
philosophy of veganism, environmentalism and radicalism. Upset the status quo, be in the forefront of a new movement,
universe and you will be part of the new chosen ones, is their mbttohds high appeal to impressionable young people and
message as old as time now supported by money, advertising and hucksterism.

Many years ago, when | was the pubtisd?bli3hing, Patti
and Rod Strand came to me about publishing a book exposing the takeover of the Animal Humane movement by groups
We published it under the title THE HIJACKING OF THE HUMANE MOVEMENT. It was a great critical successeasliof
its publication, | received a number of death threats, but | also got to participate in the founding of NAIA (National Animal
Alliance) and served on its first Board of Directors.

As | became more and more concerned about this insidamcer, | approached AKC to take some affirmative action against
fanatics. | got plaudits for my writings but the powthratbe at AKC indicated that the situation wasn't too serious and that | \
being an alarmist. So much for foresight.

As theseevents hovered in the background, they finally came together to form a perfect storm which hit AKC and the fanc
unprecedented violence. AKC and the fancy reacted with shock and dismay at our failure to anticipate the results of our i
the support of PAWS and Petland without consulting the delegate body and the fancy in advance. The realization of unint
consequences struck us like a thunderbolt. We have been scurrying around ever since trying to regroup and decide on a
courseof action.

We must cl
constittion and bylaws to accommodate this change. a We need to recognize that the sports of Agility and Rally are the
portion of our new industry, and begin to give them the recognition and representation they deserve. a While the emphe
bottomline is important to our survival, we should not become overly dependent on theoaliter stock market for a major
share of our income. a We should initiate a study of the possibility of acquiring the UKC so there would be one strong bt
representig purebred dogs. Greater economies of scale would be possible with this concentration of resources. & AKC ¢
move out of New York, sublease the current facilities, and join with the Raleigh portion of the company. As our registrati
income shrinks, its folly to stay in New York with its ultrhigh costs. Admit the division was a mistake and now rectify it.

a Let's admit that the delegate body has become unwieldy as the number of clubs joining AKC increases. The new cons
by-laws should adess a hew way of representation, making sure that it's duties and responsibilities are more clearly spe
The archaic notion that the Board of Directors of AKC must come from the delegate body has to be reviewed.
